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The three pillars to the American System of Conservation Funding include revenue from sporting licenses, and excise
tax revenue from both the Wildlife and Sport Fish Restoration Programs. These state-specific documents are designed
to provide essential information to our partners and the public to help them more thoroughly understand the
contributions that sportsmen and women, and associated industries, make to conservation in all 50 states.
